Local Government Partner of the Year Nomination Form
Becoming a green community involves much more than addressing the buildings owned and operated by the local government. It involves a culture change among the people who live and work in that community. The Local Government Partner Award recognizes the role our local government officials play in promoting the wise use of energy to the residents and businesses in their community. Their commitment to spread the message of clean energy and build awareness of programs that reduce energy usage is critical to our success. Cities, municipalities, townships, schools and other local and county governments are eligible for this award. In evaluating nominees, energy savings and emissions reduction results will consider two separate components, 1) impact of measures taken in local government owned facilities and 2) impact of awareness building activities taken by the local government to increase participation in New Jersey's Clean Energy Program by residents and businesses. Nominees will be required to quantify estimated impacts from their efforts to build community awareness and participation. Assumptions should be provided along with descriptions of completed activities. Results will be normalized by percentages, per square foot data, and numbers of homes and businesses to compare impacts across larger and smaller entities.

Evaluation Criteria and Weight:

· Environmental Impact (actual savings and percentage reductions)

· 20% Electricity (annual and lifetime energy and peak demand – before and after) and/or Natural Gas (annual and lifetime – before and after)

· 10% Carbon Dioxide (annual and lifetime emissions – before and after)

· 20% Support of Energy Master Plan Goals

· 10% Unique Approach and Degree of Difficulty in Overcoming Challenges, Barriers and Obstacles

· 15% Replicability

· 25% Outreach and Education (totals and percentages of residents and businesses with increased awareness and actual participation in New Jersey's Clean Energy Program)
